Assignment 2: 

1.

Create 10 different compositions with rectilinear volumes. Appreciate contrasting shapes. Establish relationships between the volumes by choosing dominant, subdominant and subordinate forms. The dominant form is the largest, the subdominant completes the dominant in character, and the subordinate makes the design still more interesting by introducing a third element 
Create these compositions in polystyrene or another easy to carve and cut material (wood is also possible). Use the wood workshop to cut and sand the shapes. Make sure that you also use the right glue to put the different shapes together.

It is highly recommended to make some early test with cardboard before you cut the foam into pieces. 

Please look for the designs from al positions

Consider how the shapes are joined

Look for the contrast between dominant and subdominant form

Don’t repeat the same dimensions

Does the design look great from all sides?
Decide which the best sketch and think about the arguments why
