Create a 5 compositions in space with wire which describes curves. The curves we work with are neutral, resting, supporting, trajectory, hyperbolic, parabolic reverse, cantenary, directional, accented and spiral.
Start with the following concept: 

The first three curves are slow

The next four are the faster curves

The next three curves are directional curves

The last curve is independent
